About the Gate

Our gate incorporates state of the art safety, security and convenience features.  Our current Gate Administrator is Beth Iandoli (882-3745).  She is the one you would contact regarding codes or special events you are planning where you will need the gates open.  She is also the one you would need to notify of any vendors (e.g. lawn, housekeeper, pool, pest control, etc.) who would need a code for ongoing access to your property.  The vendor codes work Monday thru Saturday from 8am to 6pm.  There are exceptions for things like elderly care (they are given 24/7 access).
Mike McElroy (649-8745) is in charge of the gate transmitters.  Please contact him to get transmitters or to report lost or stolen transmitters.
Your family code will work 24/7 and we ask that you not provide it to anyone other than family members.  We also have a quarterly code that can be given to vendors and others coming to your property to give you estimates, etc.  This code will change every few months so it’s best not to give it to those vendors who will be coming to your property on a routine basis (they should have their own code).  Please contact a board member for the current code (as the website is public, we can’t post it in this document).
The pedestrian gate can be exited by pushing the green button and then pushing the door open.  The code to get back in through the pedestrian gate enter the gate code and manually open the gate (it’s not automatic like for the cars). Please contact a board member for the current code (as the website is public, we can’t post it in this document).
If you feel any codes have gotten into the wrong hands, please notify Beth and she will deactivate them and assign new ones.

Deed Restrictions
We are a deed restricted community.  The restrictions are not designed to take away from the enjoyment of our properties, but rather to ensure that our neighborhood remains a beautiful and enjoyable place to live.

The restrictions are available on the website but a couple of basic principles underlie them all – courtesy and respect – be courteous to your neighbors and respect them and their property.

Pets

The county ordinance is simple – all dogs should be on leashes when outside.  In addition, please be courteous enough to pick up after your pet if they mess on someone else’s property.
Garbage/Trash Service
The waste management service for Sweetwater is provided by the county (272-6680).  Our garbage is picked up on Wednesdays and Saturdays, in the early morning.  Our lawn trash is picked up on Wednesdays and must be in bags or cans or at least placed in manageable piles.  Our recyclables (i.e. newspaper, plastic, glass) is picked up on Saturdays and must be in separate containers.  You are encouraged to only place garbage and trash out the night before pickup.
